Use the Present Tense to describe something that is taking
place right now or an action that is repeated regularly.

Also use it to tell a general truth.

Use this version of the Past Tense to indicate a specific
action that had a definite beginning and end in the past.
Note: In the Preterite -er and -ir endings are the same.

-ar -er and -ir
-6 | -amos In English the -i -imos
-aste | -asteis -ed form of verb. -iste | -isteis
-0 -aron -i0 | -ieron

Tu hablaste con ella ayer.
You talked to her yesterday./You did talk to her yesterday.



El Imperfecto

The Imperfect is another form of the Past Tense.
It refers to habitual or repeated actions in the past,
with no reference to when they began or ended.

El Presente Proqresivo

The Present Progressive is another form of the Present Tense
used to describe something that is taking place RIGHT NOW.
It is formed by combining the present tense form of estar
and the present participle (-ing) form of the verb.

estar
estoy | estamos
estas estais
esta estan

Present Participle
(-ing) form of verb

add -ando to the stem of -ar verbs
add -iendo to the stem of -er and -ir verbs

Yo estoy estudiando espafiol ahora. / | am studying Spanish right now.

El Imperfecto Progresivo
The Imperfect Progressive is used to describe something
that was taking place at a specific time in the past.

It is formed with the imperfect tense of the verb estar
and the present participle (-ing) form of the verb.
estar

estaba | estabamos
estabas | estabais
estaba estaban

Present Participle

add -ando to the stem of -ar verbs
add -iendo to the stem of —er and -ir verbs

Yo estaba durmiendo alas 11:00. /1 was sleeping at 11:00 o’clock.




Los Mandatos Afirmativos con tU

The Affirmative tU Commands are used
when you tell someone TO DO something.

The command forms for tu have exactly the same form
as the third person sinqular of the present tense.

Command forms = Present Tense of él/ella/Ud.
ar — -a er/ir— -e

Mona, escucha el radio.
Gabriela, come las verduras.
Teresa, sirve los refrescos por favor.

iOJO! Remember that direct, indirect and reflexive pronouns

are ALWAYS attached to an affirmative command.
Then you must ADD an accent on the vowel in the third to last syllable.

The Negative tU Commands are used when you
tell someone NOT to do something.

To form the negative command:

Paso 1— Start with the yo present tense form of the verb
Paso 2— Drop the -0
Paso 3— Add the following endings:

-ar verbs take the ending -es
-er and -ir verbs take the ending -as

comer como — com-+as No comas eso.

escribir escribo — escrib- + as  No escribas con lapiz.

iOJO! In stem-changing verbs the stem change remains.

iOJ Q! Verbs that have irregular forms in the present subjunctive have the
SAME irregular forms in the nosotros commands.

iOJO! R.l.D.—Reflexive, indirect and direct object pronouns are

ATTACHED to the end of affirmative commands.

These same pronouns go before negative commands.

iOJO! Add an accent if the command is more than two syllables.



El Presente Perfecto

In English the Present Perfect tense is formed by combining
haber in the present ( have/ has) with the past participle of a
verb.

have or has + past participle (-ed form)
| have rented a video.
In Spanish El Presente Perfecto is formed the same way.

haber + participio pasado -ar— -ado & -er/-ir— -

He alquilado un video.

The Pluperfect is used to describe an action or event
completed before some other past action or event.

In English the Pluperfect is formed by combining
the imperfect of haber (had) + past participle (-ed form)

The Mayas had already constructed many cities.
In Spanish El Pluscuamperfecto is formed by using
haber + participio pasado -ar— -ado & -er/-ir—-ido

habia | habiamos + estudiado (estudiar)
habias | habiais + bebido (beber)
habia habian + ido (ir)

Los mayas ya habian construido muchas ciudades.

In the Future Tense the infinitive serves as the stem of almost all
verbs. The endings are the same for all three conjugations.

| would speak Spanish everyday.

Use the Subjunctive to refer to events or conditions that are
uncertain, unreal or hypothetical. We use it to say what one person
asks, hopes, tells, insists or requires someone else to do.

It is formed by dropping the —o of the present tense yo form
of the verb and adding the subjunctive endings.
